Principal’s Message 
Tena Koutou Parents and Caregivers 

I hope that students had a relaxing and productive two week break in July. Term 3 is a shorter term with only 10 weeks, and a very busy one as 
you will see from the Coming Events. We really are at the business end of the year and I have explained to seniors that it is now essential that 
they have a study programme that involves dedicated study time every day. It would be helpful if you checked in with them regularly about 
their study and encouraged them to have a calendar or planner to refer to which lists any remaining internal assessments, their NCEA exams 
and their planned study times. From now until exams, it is important that they are making sound decisions about part-time work  
commitments and social activities.  
 
If students are looking for a monetary incentive to aim for Merit or Excellence Endorsements in NCEA,  the universities are certainly providing 
this. Victoria University is offering $15000 over three years to students who have gained Level 2 with Excellence, Otago has recently  
announced $30000 scholarships over three years for students with Level 2 with Excellence and some leadership ability, and the other  
universities are also offering scholarships. Further information about these and other scholarship opportunities (eg for financial hardship,  
support with accommodation, subject specific scholarships, scholarships for students of Maori ethnicity) can be found on the Break Out  
database. 
 
Study skills 
Form teachers, deans and subject teachers are placing considerable emphasis on study skills at present. There is some excellent information in 
the school diary, on the ultranet and on the internet.  
The school is also providing a 75 minute Study Skills Seminar for senior students on Thursday 18th August from 3.45 until 5pm in the school 
library. There is a $5 charge which will cover a healthy afternoon tea and some photocopied notes for students to take home.  
 
In the past few years, we have used an outside presenter for this session, but in 2011, we are going to use our own teachers to provide a series 
of very practical study ideas for students. The presenters will be Mr Kennedy, Mrs Wylie, Mr Wood and Mr Galland. If you are interested, please 
fill in the slip on the back of this newsletter and hand it in to the school office with $5.

You will have noticed that the school has recently introduced the accounting package Xero. We have received positive feedback about the 
emailed accounts but are aware that there are some concerns around irregular invoicing and the reference coding of some fees on the  
statements.  We have endeavoured to rectify these concerns and to respond individually to them. Next year, seniors will be  invoiced at the 
beginning of each year and all caregivers will receive statements at least twice per term. You can help us by ensuring we have your up to date 
contact details.

We have published the list of prize winners in recent newsletters, but not the overall profit from the PTA raffle, which  was $10384. Thankyou to 
the PTA for their hard work in organising this fundraiser and to students and caregivers for buying and selling tickets. The money will go  
towards a new minivan and some computer netbooks for students.

Developed by the NZ Transport Agency, 
this is a new, free educational resource for 
parents and caregivers. It has been  
developed in collaboration with a  
parent/teen relationship psychologist and 
an expert in driving psychology. 

 
The school has recently made significant changes to its attendance procedures.  
Text Messages 
If your child is absent, we will send a Text message to the cell phone number we have on 
record as belonging to the No 1 Caregiver.  If you reply with sufficient detail, you will no 
longer need to follow this up with a written note.  Obviously it is important that we have the 
correct cell phone number for the No. 1 Caregiver. If you receive such a message please take 
the time to reply. 
 
Electronic message sent via http://www.school-links.org.nz/ 
The school_links web portal allows you to send secure messages using a logon and  
password. If we  have  a correct email address for you, you should have received details on 
setting up this facility. Again, if you use this method, you no longer need to follow this up 
with a written note. It is possible to coordinate things so you have the same logon and  
password for children at different schools. If we receive a communication from your logon 
we will assume it is from you. Please do not share your password with your children. 
 
Phone Messages 
As we have no way of storing phone messages, verbal messages left with a member of staff 
or on the answer phone WILL still require a follow up note. 
As I mentioned in an earlier email, we are making over 6000 attendance decisions each day.  
I am sure we will get some of them wrong, but we think it is better to send a message even if 
we make the occasional error. 
Improving student attendance is a sure way to improve academic results. This can only be 
achieved by school and home  working closely together.

On July 1 last term, 13 French students, from Year 10 to Year 12, along with Madame 
Thornton and Mrs Sharon Gray, swapped their daily school routines and the winter blues for 
a week in the sun and warmth of French-speaking Nouméa. It was hard to believe after all 
the planning and waiting that the departure day had actually arrived, but once they had 
landed and made the long journey into town (on the wrong side of the road!!) the delightful 
realities of staying in the hotel with the largest pool in Nouméa, buying French sandwiches, 
panini and Orangina for lunch, and snorkelling with tropical fish (and even, for some, a  
turtle!) made Napier and the classroom seem a long, long way away… 
 
The week sped by, days filled with French language lessons, a trip on le Petit Train around 
the whole city, visits to the Aquarium, the town centre (for a Treasure Hunt), the Cultural 
Centre, the Parc Forestier (for a lovely picnic and our first sighting of the national bird – the 
kagou), the supermarkets, and even MacDonalds (twice). Nights were spent with host  
families, figuring out ways to communicate in French, trying new foods, experiencing  
different customs, escaping from locked toilets… 
 
The highlight, undoubtedly, was the final day spent on Phare Amédée, a stunning and  
beautiful lighthouse set on a tiny island.  Here the students swam with small sharks,  
snorkelled, ate an island feast, joined in island dances, climbed coconut trees, had their  
photos taken in the arms of Parisian trainee policemen, climbed over 200 steps to the top of 
the Lighthouse for an amazing view, and generally soaked up the sun, sea and ambiance. 
 
Too soon they were packing their bags for the flight home, writing the final pages in their 
diaries, and enjoying the last delicious and laughter-filled dinner together. Madame sends a 
very big “Merci” to all her wonderful students who embraced every opportunity to  
experience new and sometimes scary things, and who were the most delightful, funny,  
entertaining, kind, positive and fantastique travel companions – bravo!
